How often are we like those disciples? We get so caught 
up in our daily worries or "what might have been" that we 
miss the Risen Lord walking right beside us. As we gather 
for the Eucharist today, may our eyes be opened to see 
Christ in the bread we break and in the community that 
surrounds us.
